	KC60 Data 

KC60 data included in this profile are produced from mandatory returns from genito-urinary medicine (GUM) clinics which are submitted to HPA Centre for Infections where they are validated and prepared for publication.  They do not include cases managed outside these settings, e.g. in primary care, young people's services, contraceptive services, but are reasonable indicators for conditions which are usually managed in GUM clinics (gonorrhoea and syphilis). 

Although this data collection is a mandatory requirement there is the potential for delays.  Data for 2008 is currently incomplete (see Table 5 re returns received to date).  

Data which was missing for reports for earlier quarters will not be displayed, even if it has subsequently been received and entered on the database by HPA Centre for Infections.  However, it will be included in the compilation of annual statistics.  Care needs to be taken in interpreting quarterly data for those clinics which have reported late at any point during the year. The clinic at Ormskirk closed during Q3 2007 so the data for that quarter will be their final report.  Data for Q2 2007 is still outstanding.  
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	Chlamydia Screening Data
The Vital Signs Indicator for 2008/2009 will include two data sources:

a)
the number of tests undertaken through the National Chlamydia Screening Programme (NCSP).  This does not include diagnostic tests or screens undertaken outside the screening programme or in genitourinary medicine clinics.  Data is submitted by chlamydia screening offices to the HPA Centre for Infections where it is validated and prepared for publication.  Where the patients’ post-codes are known, the data is attributed to PCT of residence.  If post-code of residence is unknown then the PCT of the clinic is used to ensure all data are utilised.  Any screens where the result is equivocal, insufficient or inhibitory are excluded.  

b)
aggregated data from laboratories on the number of tests undertaken in under 25s other than through NCSP or GUM clinics.  Not all laboratory data in the North West is available for inclusion in the profiles.  In particular, there is no data for Cheshire & Merseyside.  

Age <25 includes those aged 13 to 24.  In calculating the denominator, population figures have been obtained from the Office of National Statistics and the adjustment for sexually active population has been made using the National Survey of Sexual Attitudes and Lifestyles.  The England total excludes those where the residential postcode is missing/invalid or outside England.

The data for this profile has been extracted from the NCSP data.  It reports the number of tests and not the number of people tested.  It includes tests where:

· sex is male, female or unknown/unspecified;

· the result is confirmed positive or negative.  Tests with equivocal, inhibitory and insufficient results have been excluded as most people with these results are retested;

· The patient is resident in England.

	Unlinked Anonymous Neonatal Dried Blood Spot Survey Data

The Unlinked Anonymous Neonatal Dried Blood Spot Survey is a sentinel surveillance programme.  North Cumbria, Morecambe Bay & Oldham are not covered in the survey.  

HIV antibody positive newborn infants represent infection status of the mother, very few of these infants are themselves infected.  Due to methods of data collection it is not always possible to present data for each PCT separately.  Where this occurs PCTs are grouped together.  There may be some reporting delay, particularly for the latest year.

A look at the mid-year uptake figures for testing in the NCSP shows that, as a region, the North West is performing well, achieving a 9% uptake (ranked 3rd nationally) which is above the average for England (8.6%).  However, there is wide variation in the uptake achieved by individual PCTs. 17 out of the 24 PCTs in the North West have achieved uptakes above 8% and are on track to achieve the national target.

In 2008 the uptake of screening was 96.6% for syphilis and 91.1% for HIV. Although there is some variation between participating maternity units, the uptake of screening for both infections is high (figure 2 & 3). Maternity units are expected to achieve 100% uptake for syphilis screening and at present 90% for HIV (National antenatal HIV targets, England HSC 199/183).
